IMPORTANT NOTICE FOR STIMULUS (ARRA) SUBRECIPIENTS
LATE REPORT WILL FREEZE OR CLOSE STIMULUS GRANT
OCJS would like to thank those of you who have been diligent in submitting your stimulus reports on time. Unfortunately, over six months into the grant OCJS continues to have problems in receiving timely reports from almost half of our stimulus subrecipients. There are a number of agencies tasked with oversight of the stimulus grant funds. OCJS must account for every job report, vendor report, and financial documentation for our approximately 400 stimulus subrecipients. If OCJS does not have all information to report, the entire block is in jeopardy of being frozen by the federal government. OCJS staff cannot continue to call the hundreds of subrecipients who miss reporting deadlines. It is unfortunate that we must take this action, however, as of the upcoming reporting cycle, OCJS will be freezing funds or closing grants for repeat offenders if reports are not submitted on time.

If you have not been receiving emails from OCJS regarding your reporting requirements over the last several months, we do not have current contact information for your grant. You must send an email to Melissa Darby, MBDarby@dps.state.oh.us  containing: (1) your grant number (2) primary contact person on the grant (3) primary contact email address (4) primary contact phone number. You may also provide us with secondary contact information. If you have been receiving our emails, and no contact information has changed, you do not need to provide an update.

You are obligated to keep contact information current on your grant so that you may receive important notices and updates to stimulus reporting requirements and timelines. This includes providing a correct email address for the primary contact person on the grant.

We are aware that some subrecipients continue to have technical difficulties in submitting the jobs reports online. We will work with those subrecipients to ensure that their funds are not frozen or their grant closed so long as they contact us prior to the submission deadline in order for us to assist them in an alternate submission method for the jobs report. There are only a handful of subrecipients to which this will apply. Your quarterly financial reports (QSRs) and vendor reports should continue to be submitted by fax or email unless instructed otherwise by your grant coordinator.
